 A reference to a “Dog Training Event” means a dog training event organized by Me at a venue nominated by Me. 
 A reference to a “Claim” includes any claim, action, suit or proceedings for compensation or otherwise (including but not 

limited to damages, losses and legal costs) arising out of any bodily injury (including death) to You or damage or loss of 
property (including a dog) with respect to Your participation in a Dog Training Event. 

 A reference to the singular includes a reference to the plural and vice versa.
